built for a wealthy Dublin brewer, Joseph Leeson, in 1741.

See the excellent plasterwork throughout the house and
the fine rooms with antique furniture, tapestries a nd
carpets. Here you can see theBeit Collection , one of the
finest art collections in Ireland. You may also like to
explore Beech Hedge maze and surrounding parkland.
After your visit, drive to the south Dublin coast where
your castle hotel is located. Enjoy some free time to relax
in the secluded gardens of the Fitzpatricks Castle Hotel
or admire majestic view of Dublin Bay. In the evening,
join your group for dinner

Day 8: Bray, Powerscourt Gardens & Ab bey Tavern
